The BWS makes no representation or warranty, either expressed or implied of their
accuracy. The party shall have the sole responsibility to perform field verification, including hand-
digging methods and shall not assume that where no lines are shown, that none exist.

. Presence of an employee of the BWS to assist in locating facilities and pipelines shall not be deemed as a

representation or warranty by the BWS as to the location of waterlines. The Party shall have sole
responsibility for

field verification, including hand-digging methods.

The Party is liable to the BWS for any and all damages to the BWS facilities and pipelines resulting from any
actions

taken by the Party or any of its subcontractors or independent contractors or employees of any of them. The
Party  shall hold BWS harmless from all claims and demands for injuries to persons or property resulting
from or arising

from out of any actions of the Party.

The Party must maintain the toning marks until the end of the project as toning service will be provided only
once per project.

If the Party refuses to accept conditions of this permit then toning will not be provided.

The Party is responsible to provide all necessary traffic control to ensure a safe environment for toning.

The Party shall pay the BWS for any overtime cost incurred for toning performed by BWS employees.

. The Party will maintain and adjust utility alignment to provide 3-feet minimum horizontal clearance and 12-

inches vertical clearance from all water mains, and 5-feet minimum horizontal clearance and 12-inches
vertical clearance from all structures larger than 16 inches at no cost to the BWS.
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
